Be Prepared
1.
Each student will keep a folder and/or spiral notebook exclusively for this English class.  The folder will be used for class notes, handouts, and research/writing assignments in progress.  The spiral notebook will be used for daily notes and journal entries.

2.
Each student will bring to class each day the appropriate books, paper, pencil, blue or black ink pen, and his/her English folder and spiral notebook.  Each student should be prepared to bring to class any other material deemed necessary for the class lesson.
